Report of Seminar

Inaugural Function
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SEMINAR REPORT

The Department of Urdu at Government Degree College,
Rayachoty, organized a prestigious two-day national seminar titled “Junubi
Hind mein Urdu Fiction ka Manzar Nama Azadi ke Baad” on March 19-

His works have left a lasting
impression on the Urdu-speaking communities of the region, helping
bridge the gap between classical literature and contemporary life.

Students and faculty members from various
institutions in South India participated actively, showing their interest in
Urdu fiction’s progression over the years.

DISASTER MANAGEMENT & FIRST AID
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3 DAY WORKSHOP ON DISASTER. MANAGEMENT
INAUGURATION - ROAD ACCIDENTS - FIRST AID

The 3-Day Workshop on Disaster Management was held 08-09-2018 to 10-08-2018 at
Government Degree College Rayachoty. This workshop aimed to enhance participants’
understanding of disaster management, focusing specifically on road accidents and first
aid techniques. It was attended by 60 participants, including professionals, students, and
community volunteers.

Day 1: Inauguration & Introduction to Disaster Management
Total Number of Students attended -60

Inauguration Ceremony The workshop commenced with a registration session, followed
by an opening ceremony at 10:00 AM. The organizing committee welcomed attendees,
highlighting the importance of disaster management in saving lives and minimizing losses
during emergencies.

Keynote Address The keynote speaker, delivered an insightful speech on "The
Importance of Disaster Management in Today’s World." They emphasized the rising
frequency of disasters and the critical need for preparedness and response strategies.

Morning Session: Understanding Disaster Management, the first session focused on
defining disasters, types, and the disaster management cycle, which includes
preparedness, response, recovery, and mitigation. Participants engaged in discussions,
sharing their experiences and challenges in disaster management.

Road Accidents The afternoon session centered on road accidents, discussing statistics,
common causes, and prevention strategies. Case studies of recent road accidents were
analyzed, allowing participants to draw lessons and understand the implications of poor
road safety measures.

Role-Playing Scenarios The day concluded with role-playing exercises where participants
simulated road accident scenarios, applying their newly acquired skills. This interactive
approach fostered collaboration and reinforced learning.

Day 3: Emergency Response and Community Preparedness

Emergency Response Planning The final day began with a session on developing effective
emergency response plans. Participants learned about key components, including
communication and coordination among responders. Interactive discussions helped
solidify their understanding of response strategies.

Community Involvement Engaging the community in disaster preparedness was the focus
of the mid-morning session. Strategies for training volunteers and creating awareness
campaigns were discussed, highlighting the importance of community engagement in
disaster management.

Mock Disaster Drill The workshop culminated in a mock disaster drill where participants
applied their knowledge and skills in a simulated environment. Roles included victims,
responders, and observers, allowing participants to experience real-time decision-making
and coordination.

Debrief and Feedback Session After the drill, a debrief session facilitated discussion on
the strengths and areas for improvement observed during the simulation. Participants
provided feedback on the workshop, expressing appreciation for the hands-on training
and interactive sessions.

Closing Ceremony

The workshop concluded with a closing ceremony where certificates of participation were
awarded. The organizing committee emphasized the importance of continuous learning
and community involvement in disaster management.
