The Internal Quality Assurance Cell (IQAC), Government Degree College, 

Rayachoti has collected feedback focused on the curriculum and academic 

environment on the campus from the alumni using google forms for the 

Academic year 2022-23. Eighty-seven (87) responses were received from the 

alumni. The employers gave their feedback on the following aspects of the 

curriculum. 

 

 
1. Education imported at the college is useful and relevant to your present 

job field  

For this aspect, 43.7 % expressed as excellent, 24.1% expressed as good and 

31% responded with satisfactory. 

 

2.  Relevance of the syllabus to real life situations 

41.4% expressed with fully relevant, 36.8% expressed as relevant to some 

extent, 17.2% expressed as less relevant, and 4.6% responded with irrelevant.  

 

3. Provides foundation for higher studies 

For this aspect, 40.2% expressed as excellent, 46% expressed as good, 10.3%  

responded with satisfactory and 3.4% responded with need to improve.  

 

 

4.  Inculcates employability skills among students 

For this aspect, 37.9% expressed as excellent, 47.1% expressed as good, 12.6%, 

responded with satisfactory and 2.3%responded with need to improve. 

 



 

5. Promotes social responsibility among students 

For this aspect, 41.4% expressed as excellent, 43.7% expressed as good, 13.8% 

responded with satisfactory and 1.1% responded with need to improve. 

 

6.  Inculcates research ambiance among students 

For this aspect, 24.1% expressed as excellent, 54% expressed as good, 16.1% 

responded with satisfactory and 5.7% responded with need to improve.
